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Radio over time has become a main form of communication in our society.  We listen for entertainment, information, inspiration, knowledge, and various other mediums.  The strength of our hearing this communication relies solely on our ability to tune into radio broadcasts that are being transmitted through the air in radio wave form.  The better our signal is received that better we hear the messages being presented to us.

This is also a metaphor for our relationship to God as Christians.  God is always speaking to us.

He is our…

· Comforter, Counselor, Helper, Advocate, Intercessor, Strengthener, Stand by.

· He desire to walk with us daily, help us, lead us, speak to us.

· He is always broadcasting to us.  He is in the place where we put Him.

Rev 3:20-22 20 Behold, I stand at the door and knock. If anyone hears My voice and opens the door, I will come in to him and dine with him, and he with Me. 21 To him who overcomes I will grant to sit with Me on My throne, as I also overcame and sat down with My Father on His throne. 22 “He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches.”’

1. That you have a desire to hear.
a. To hear God we must pay attention to Him.

b. Sometimes we just don’t want to hear.  Cause we already know what He is saying.
c. We know that when He speaks it requires change on our part.
2. That you have an eye to see.
a. It is a reality of life that you only see the things you want to see.  (Your favorite car.)
b. You see what you want to see.  God cant make you see.
3. That you have a prepared heart.
a. A clean heart, has clearer reception.
b. When you have a cluttered heart, you cannot hear through the static of life.
i. Guilt, shame, anxiety bring interference.  
ii. A clear spirit has peace.
c. 1 Tim 1:18-20  18 This charge I commit to you, son Timothy, according to the prophecies previously made concerning you, that by them you may wage the good warfare, 19 having faith and a good conscience, which some having rejected, concerning the faith have suffered shipwreck, 20 of whom are Hymenaeus and Alexander, whom I delivered to Satan that they may learn not to blaspheme.
4. A Well tuned ear.

a. You have an ear to hear your mom.  (Mom whistling)
