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Radio over time has become a main form of communication in our society.  There are hundreds of Frequencies flying though the air at all times.  Our ability to tune into those frequencies is the proving ground of whether or not we receive that information.

Many Christians go through their entire life just trying to get something from God.  Trying to tune in.  Trying to be good enough, pray enough, read enough, ask enough.  They spend their lives trying to tune into a station of God that they can already hear…  But that they have been deafened to…

2 Peter 1:1 1 Simon Peter, a bondservant and apostle of Jesus Christ, To those who have obtained like precious faith with us by the righteousness of our God and Savior Jesus Christ: 2 Grace and peace be multiplied to you in the knowledge of God and of Jesus our Lord, 3 as His divine power has given to us all things that pertain to life and godliness, through the knowledge of Him who called us by glory and virtue, 4 by which have been given to us exceedingly great and precious promises, that through these you may be partakers of the divine nature, having escaped the corruption that is in the world through lust.

God has already given us everything we need for this life…

· There is no formula we have to try, no rules we have to keep, no special button you have to push, no ten steps to success.

· God’s grace has freely given us through knowing HIM precious promises for us to unwrap every day of our lives.

· By knowing God, and tuning into his frequency our life finds meaning, respect, love, acceptance, peace, and joy.

· Only when we tune OUT HIS frequency, do we begin to hear the voices of guilt, condemnation, judgment, fear, lust, destruction, etc.

Remember, God is the one knocking on your door, he is the one reaching for you…

Rev 3:20-22 20 Behold, I stand at the door and knock. If anyone hears My voice and opens the door, I will come in to him and dine with him, and he with Me. 21 To him who overcomes I will grant to sit with Me on My throne, as I also overcame and sat down with My Father on His throne. 22 “He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches.”’

Just like anything in life, fine tuning is our responsibility.  Just because I have a radio, doesn’t mean I am listening…

Tools to tune…

1.  Tune your faith.

a. Hebrews 11:6 6 But without faith it is impossible to please Him, for he who comes to God must believe that He is, and that He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him.
b. Faith is God’s only requirement, God requires nothing of us to receive all He has, BUT faith.
c. Just a little bit of faith.  And God can do miraculous things.  Just a little bit…
d. Matt 17:20 I say to you, if you have faith as a mustard seed, you will say to this mountain, ‘Move from here to there,’ and it will move; and nothing will be impossible for you.
2.  Tune your ear.

a. Rev 3:20-22 20 Behold, I stand at the door and knock. If anyone hears My voice and opens the door, I will come in to him and dine with him, and he with Me. 21 To him who overcomes I will grant to sit with Me on My throne, as I also overcame and sat down with My Father on His throne. 22 “He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches.”’
b. You have an ear to hear whatever you want to hear.  Why is it that when FALL OUT BOY comes on you can understand the lyrics but your parents can’t.

i. “We're going down, down in an earlier round And Sugar, we're going down swinging I'll be your number one with a bullet A loaded god complex, cock it and pull it”

ii. See… you can hear what you want; you just have to want it, and then tune it.

c. (Mom whistling in the neighborhood.)
d. (Walking through a crowded mall, I can hear Jen’s voice.)

e. Just through practice you can tune to hear.

i. Read the bible.  (Like reading Lyrics to a song, one you read it, you hear it every time.)

ii. Seeing, hearing, doing God’s word is how you tune.

Romans 10:17 17 So then faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.

· Faith comes by hearing, hearing comes by God’s word!

Knowing God is the key, not working, but just knowing.  Letting Him in.
