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Momentum is a key to life.  In sports when your team has momentum it makes them tough to stop.  Sometimes in life we can face circumstances, or storms of life that cause our momentum to stall.  We need to know how to propel ourselves to get through these seasons and gain momentum again.

· Many times we look to others to propel us, coaches, parents, friends, pastors… which is good we have these relationships to help us.  But we must choose to take control of our own lives and be our own propellers. 

Joshua 1:1-9

After the death of Moses the servant of the LORD, it came to pass that the LORD spoke to Joshua the son of Nun, Moses’ assistant, saying: 2 “Moses My servant is dead. Now therefore, arise, go over this Jordan, you and all this people, to the land which I am giving to them—the children of Israel. 3 Every place that the sole of your foot will tread upon I have given you, as I said to Moses. 4 From the wilderness and this Lebanon as far as the great river, the River Euphrates, all the land of the Hittites, and to the Great Sea toward the going down of the sun, shall be your territory. 5 No man shall be able to stand before you all the days of your life; as I was with Moses, so I will be with you. I will not leave you nor forsake you. 6 Be strong and of good courage, for to this people you shall divide as an inheritance the land which I swore to their fathers to give them. 7 Only be strong and very courageous, that you may observe to do according to all the law which Moses My servant commanded you; do not turn from it to the right hand or to the left, that you may prosper wherever you go. 8 This Book of the Law shall not depart from your mouth, but you shall meditate in it day and night, that you may observe to do according to all that is written in it. For then you will make your way prosperous, and then you will have good success. 9 Have I not commanded you? Be strong and of good courage; do not be afraid, nor be dismayed, for the LORD your God is with you wherever you go.”
· We must come to an understanding that our success in life will come us only through us.  We cannot wait for opportunity to come to us, we must make the opportunity happen.
Life is choice...
1. Decide what you want.

a. Matthew 7:11 11 If you then, being evil, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will your Father who is in heaven give good things to those who ask Him! 12 Therefore, whatever you want men to do to you, do also to them, for this is the Law and the Prophets.

i. How do you want people to treat you, then take action and treat them that way.
b. Mark 10 6 Now they came to Jericho. As He went out of Jericho with His disciples and a great multitude, blind Bartimaeus, the son of Timaeus, sat by the road begging. 47 And when he heard that it was Jesus of Nazareth, he began to cry out and say, “Jesus, Son of David, have mercy on me!” 48 Then many warned him to be quiet; but he cried out all the more, “Son of David, have mercy on me!” 49 So Jesus stood still and commanded him to be called. Then they called the blind man, saying to him, “Be of good cheer. Rise, He is calling you.” 50 And throwing aside his garment, he rose and came to Jesus. 51 So Jesus answered and said to him, “What do you want Me to do for you?” The blind man said to Him, “Rabboni, that I may receive my sight.” 52 Then Jesus said to him, “Go your way; your faith has made you well.” And immediately he received his sight and followed Jesus on the road.
i. Jesus could see they were blind, but he asked them what they wanted.
c. If you don’t know what you want out of your life, then it becomes very difficult to propel yourself to have overcoming momentum. 
2. Find out what’s stopping you.

a. 98% of what’s stopping us from having overcoming momentum in life is within our power.

i. It’s not my teachers fault, coaches fault, God’s fault, parents fault, it’s my fault.

ii. Once I take responsibility, then I can begin to overcome.

iii. But when I blame and complain, I handicap my life to be under the control of others.

iv. Your attitude is what determines your altitude. 

1. How do I transform my attitudes to propel me? 
3. Determine to overcome obstacles.

a. Romans 12:1  1 I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that you present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable to God, which is your reasonable service. 2 And do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind, that you may prove what is that good and acceptable and perfect will of God.
