The Altar Sacrifice
Authority 

Last Wednesday Pastor Zac continued the series called The Altar. The Altar in the Bible represents a place of sacrifice, a place of reconciliation and new beginnings, a fresh start, a clean slate. Read Hebrews 10:1-10 

Why We Stumble At the Altar:  We Can’t See Past our own Bleeps!  [Emotions, Lust, Selfishness,  Friends, ETC]

a. They don’t see the end before the beginning.  Selfishness drives them.
What is the bleep in your life? Read 1 Peter 4:1-2 
Suffering is delayed Gratification!  Giving up current pleasantries for a delayed reward! You got to see it form the end to the beginning. 
People Can’t See Pass Their Bleep Because They… 

1.  CAN’T SUBMIT TO AUTHORITY – Authority is God’s safety net.
Read John 14:15, Romans 13:1-5 
Matt 5:5 says “Blessed are the meek, for they shall inherit the earth.”
The definition of the word "meek" in the New Testament verse comes from an ancient Greek term meaning "well trained" or "disciplined". 
Example of meek:  A well-trained war horse or a well-disciplined soldier is described as "meek" not “weak”! 

1. Can’t submit to authority, because they refuse to be broken- 
Brokenness brings: Strength, Security, Purpose, and Joy.
Brokenness is: The continual work of the Holy Spirit in the lives of those who yield to His molding.  Read James 4:1 
a. Brokenness begins at the cross! Read Luke 9:23 
b. Brokenness is sustained by the cross! Read Gal 2:20 
SIGNS YOU ARE BROKEN…

1. FEAR OF MAN IS BROKEN:  Not living to please anyone but Jesus.  This gives you the power and freedom to obey the Lord with no fear or guilt.

2. POSTION FOR FULLFILLMENT IS BROKEN: The broken person does not need a title or position, but serves the Lord in whatever capacity is given to him from spiritual authority.

3. NEED FOR RECONITION IS BROKEN:  A broken person does not need credit or praise for anything they do. It’s about glorifying God and not praise for ourselves.
4. SUBMISSION FLOWS FREELY:  A broken person submits to authority with a right attitude and a pure heart.
