The Altar Sacrifice
Last Wednesday Pastor Zac Started a new series called The Altar. The Altar in the Bible represents a place of sacrifice, a place of reconciliation and new beginnings, a fresh start, a clean slate. Read Hebrews 10:1-10 

HEBREWS 10:1-10 NLT 1 The old system under the law of Moses was only a shadow, a dim preview of the good things to come, not the good things themselves. The sacrifices under that system were repeated again and again, year after year, but they were never able to provide perfect cleansing for those who came to worship. 2 If they could have provided perfect cleansing, the sacrifices would have stopped, for the worshipers would have been purified once for all time, and their feelings of guilt would have disappeared. 3 But instead, those sacrifices actually reminded them of their sins year after year. 4 For it is not possible for the blood of bulls and goats to take away sins. 5 That is why, when Christ came into the world, he said to God, “You did not want animal sacrifices or sin offerings.  But you have given me a body to offer. 6 You were not pleased with burnt offerings or other offerings for sin. 7 Then I said, ‘Look, I have come to do your will, O God—as is written about me in the Scriptures.’”8 First, Christ said, “You did not want animal sacrifices or sin offerings or burnt offerings or other offerings for sin, nor were you pleased with them” (though they are required by the law of Moses). 9 Then he said, “Look, I have come to do your will.” He cancels the first covenant in order to put the second into effect. 10 For God’s will was for us to be made holy by the sacrifice of the body of Jesus Christ, once for all time.
WHAT IS “THE ALTAR” for the CHRISTIAN: The source of life.  Its’ the place we lose the things that hold us back and gain the appreciation for God in our lives.
SACRIFICE: an act of giving up something valued for the sake of something else regarded as more important or worthy
SACRIFICE IS 
1. Your way to promotion and growth 
Read Luke 18:18-30 – The rich young ruler 
He lacks the ability to sacrifice.  To let go of what he felt was so important to him.  Great reward follows Sacrifice 
2. Sacrifice is only a sacrifice if it’s made willingly. 
If you sacrifice by pressure, its not sacrifice.  If you sacrifice by coercion it’s not sacrifice, if by manipulation it’s not sacrifice, if it is to please others it’s not a sacrifice!!   Read Hebrews 10:7, 9
