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As a Believer in Jesus Christ we know and understand that he died for our sins.  We know that He gave His life so that we could live, and yet many still live in a world that is filled with confusion, lust, pain, and the consequence of sin.

Jesus said this was because…

· Luke 23:33 33 And when they had come to the place called Calvary, there they crucified Him, and the criminals, one on the right hand and the other on the left. 34 Then Jesus said, “Father, forgive them, for they do not know what they do.”

Many live in a world and a life of unawareness.
· There is a generation walking the malls today and they don’t know what they are doing.  

· “If I see a cute girl, I’ll try to get her number.”  “Why?”  “Because I feel like it.”

· “If I see something in a store, and I want it and there is no security, I’ll steal it.”  “Why?” “Because I feel like it.”

· “If I am at a party and a friend offers me Weed, or alcohol, I will say cool.  “Why?” “  Because I feel like it.”

If we did a survey, a high percentage of today’s young people would answer…

· “Don’t tell anyone, but I don’t really know what I am doing here.”  “I don’t know why I do the things I do, I just feel like it!”
· Hosea 4:6 My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge. Because you have rejected knowledge,

I am tired of seeing young people jeopardize their future because they live their life by “I Feel like it.”

· Dog’s live their life by “I Fell like it.”  

· They eat…  They sleep…  They hump…

Come on, NEXT LEVEL is a generation that lives life like God, on purpose, with a vision, and a dream, and goal, and a savior that died so we could live above, “I FEEL LIKE IT!”

CHOOSE TO LIVE ON PURPOSE…

1. Have a plan for your life.

a. What you don’t decide will be decided for you.

b. What’s God’s will for my life?  If you wanna know, you will know.

i. You’ll plug into His word, and you will know His will.

ii. Don’t look for His will.  Look for Him, and He will direct your steps.

c. Psalm 119:105 Your word is a lamp to my feet And a light to my path.
d. Psalm 37:23 The steps of a good man are ordered by the LORD, And He delights in his way. 24 Though he fall, he shall not be utterly cast down; For the LORD upholds him with His hand.
2. See into the future.

a. The toughest issue for many young people is they live in the eternal now, not realizing that their now decides their future.

b. Proverbs 29:18 AMPWhere there is no vision [no redemptive revelation of God], the people perish; but he who keeps the law [of God, which includes that of man]--blessed (happy, fortunate, and enviable) is he.
3. There is great strength in Delaying gratification.

a. Putting off temporal pleasure, for everlasting destiny.

b. Flee from the temptation of mindless fun.  Mindless fun, like mindless dating leads to pain, trouble.
c. 2 Timothy 2:20 But in a great house there are not only vessels of gold and silver, but also of wood and clay, some for honor and some for dishonor. 21 Therefore if anyone cleanses himself from the latter, he will be a vessel for honor, sanctified and useful for the Master, prepared for every good work. 22 Flee also youthful lusts; but pursue righteousness, faith, love, peace with those who call on the Lord out of a pure heart. 23 But avoid foolish and ignorant disputes, knowing that they generate strife. 24 And a servant of the Lord must not quarrel but be gentle to all, able to teach, patient, 25 in humility correcting those who are in opposition, if God perhaps will grant them repentance, so that they may know the truth, 26 and that they may come to their senses and escape the snare of the devil, having been taken captive by him to do his will.
