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Passion to live above “I Feel Like it.”

Deuteronomy 30:19-20

19 This day I call heaven and earth as witnesses against you that I have set before you life and death, blessings and curses. Now choose life, so that you and your children may live 20 and that you may love the LORD your God, listen to his voice, and hold fast to him. For the LORD is your life, and he will give you many years in the land he swore to give to your fathers, Abraham, Isaac and Jacob.

· There are few things in life that are definite.  We live in a world that is led by whim’s, lusts, emotions, various ideals, and philosophies, doctrines and political view points that are based on the thinking of man not on the law of God.  The one definite that we can know is that LIFE IS CHOICE.
· There is an epidemic sweeping through our generation today that is not new, is not tricky, is not hidden, it has been destroying the lives of young people for generations…

It begins with thoughts like this… 

· “If I see a cute girl, I should try to get her number.”  “Why?”  “Because I feel like it.”

· “If I like someone, I should date them.” “Why?”  “Because I feel like it.”

· “If I am at a party and a friend offers me Weed, or alcohol, I will say cool.  “Why?” “  Because I feel like it.”

· “If I end up alone with my boyfriend or girlfriend, we’ll just make out, or have sex,”  “Why?”  “Because we feel like it.”

If we did a survey, a high percentage of today’s young people would answer…

· “Don’t tell anyone, but I don’t really know what I am doing here.”  “I don’t know why I do the things I do, I just feel like it!”
· Hosea 4:6 My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge. Because you have rejected knowledge,

I don’t know about you, but I am ready to be part of the generation that says, “I don’t live by what I feel, but I live by what I choose, and I CHOOSE LIFE!”

· Only animals live by I FEEL LIKE IT, Dog’s live their life by “I Fell like it.”  

· They eat…  They sleep…  They hump…  Why?  Because they feel like it!

Come on, I BELIEVE WE AT The Alternative are a generation that live life like God, WE live on purpose, WE LIVE with a vision, WE LIVE with a dream, and a savior that died so we could live above, “I FEEL LIKE IT!”

Living above “I feel like it” takes…

1. A decision to choose life.

a. Deuteronomy 30:19-20 19 This day I call heaven and earth as witnesses against you that I have set before you life and death, blessings and curses. Now choose life, so that you and your children may live 20 and that you may love the LORD your God, listen to his voice, and hold fast to him. For the LORD is your life, and he will give you many years in the land he swore to give to your fathers, Abraham, Isaac and Jacob.

b. Choosing life means choosing GOD.
c. God I chooses you way of life, I choose your standard of living.  
d. Matt 6:33 But seek first the kingdom of God and His righteousness, and all these things shall be added to you
2. A decision to OVERCOME surface Christianity.  (Don't be a surface Christian.)
a. Don't just come to Church, Don’t just attend
i. Dive into worship, and teaching.  Dive into leadership.  Take stock in this thing.
b. Bring your Bible, take notes, be a real Christian, love God, pray, read your bible.
3. A decision to Use what you hear.

a. What you don't use, you will always loose.

b. Don’t just seek to be entertained by God’s word, don’t just hear it do.
c. Whatever you hear and do not choose to do, you will loose.

d. You hear the truth and get excited, but when the emotion wears off you forget about it.  This ought not be so.

e. Hebrew: WORDS Hear and Do are the same word.

f. Jesus said “he who has ears to hear let him hear.”  “He was saying, do what I say…”
4. A decision To Have Strong Character.

a. The day of God using just the gifted is over, God is looking for those that will carry his gift with character.

b. 2 Cor 4:6 6 For it is the God who commanded light to shine out of darkness, who has shone in our hearts to give the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of Jesus Christ. 7 But we have this treasure in earthen vessels, that the excellence of the power may be of God and not of us. 8 We are hard-pressed on every side, yet not crushed; we are perplexed, but not in despair; 9 persecuted, but not forsaken; struck down, but not destroyed— 10 always carrying about in the body the dying of the Lord Jesus, that the life of Jesus also may be manifested in our body. 11 For we who live are always delivered to death for Jesus’ sake, that the life of Jesus also may be manifested in our mortal flesh.

c. A strong WILL to do what you have heard will keep you on course.
5. A decision to Shut your mouth and stay faithful.  

b. The downfall of many Christians is them trying to step ahead of God…
i. God gave me a word, God told me, I am supposed to be…

ii. DAVID:  Shut up and play your harp.

iii. Your destiny is released by the faithfulness you show, and the trust you have in God to allow Him to announce your purpose. 

iv. Do whatever God puts in your hand, not what God puts in your heart.

1. What’s in your heart is for God to develop what’s in your hand is for you to develop.

c. Proverbs 16:9 A man’s heart plans his way, but the lord direct his steps.

d. Proverbs 21:5 The plans of the diligent lead surely to plenty, But those of everyone who is hasty, surely to poverty.

e. Habakkuk 2:2 “for an appointed time…”
Luke 2:19 19But Mary kept all these things and pondered them in her heart.
