1 John 5:3

3 For this is the love of God, that we keep His commandments. And His commandments are not burdensome. 4 For whatever is born of God overcomes the world. And this is the victory that has overcome the world—our faith. 5 Who is he who overcomes the world, but he who believes that Jesus is the Son of God?

· We as believers are promised victory over every situation that we will face in life.

· The Bible tells us that we are winners and not losers.  Above and not beneath.
· Too many Christians have errored on the side of false humility and allowed the world to be the victor.
· This ought not be so…
Deuteronomy 28:12-14

12 The LORD will open to you His good treasure, the heavens, to give the rain to your land in its season, and to bless all the work of your hand. You shall lend to many nations, but you shall not borrow. 13 And the LORD will make you the head and not the tail; you shall be above only, and not be beneath, if you heed the commandments of the LORD your God, which I command you today, and are careful to observe them. 14 So you shall not turn aside from any of the words which I command you this day, to the right or the left, to go after other gods to serve them.
· Come ON!  LIFE IS CHOICE.  Choose to be a WINNER, not a looser.
Deuteronomy 30:19-20

19 This day I call heaven and earth as witnesses against you that I have set before you life and death, blessings and curses. Now choose life, so that you and your children may live 20 and that you may love the LORD your God, listen to his voice, and hold fast to him. For the LORD is your life, and he will give you many years in the land he swore to give to your fathers, Abraham, Isaac and Jacob.

The Passion to win takes…

1. A Decision to speak the language of a champion.

a. Have you ever listened to a champion?  How they talk, how they answer questions?

b. They never blame, accuse, or point figures.  They always take accountability.  If they lose they speak of trying hard, and next time.  If they win they speak of how valiantly their opposition was, and how much they prepared for the battle.

c. Proverbs 15:4 A wholesome tongue is a tree of life, But perverseness in it breaks the spirit.
d. Proverbs 18:21 Death and life are in the power of the tongue, And those who love it will eat its fruit.
e. Proverbs 21:23 Whoever guards his mouth and tongue Keeps his soul from troubles.
2. A Designed strength in adversity.

a. Winners never freak out when their facing trouble.  They get stronger, tougher, meaner, and more focused.

b. When adversity comes, and it comes to everyone.  Get stronger.
c. John 16:32 Indeed the hour is coming, yes, has now come, that you will be scattered, each to his own, and will leave Me alone. And yet I am not alone, because the Father is with Me. 33 These things I have spoken to you, that in Me you may have peace. In the world you will[a] have tribulation; but be of good cheer, I have overcome the world.”
3. An Attitude of Joy.
a. Nehemiah 8:10 for the joy of the LORD is your strength.
b. There is great power in joy.  The enemy knows if he can get you down than you will soon be week and feeble and easy to stop.

c. When you are joyful, you are positive, excited and strong.

4. A consistent Pursuit of victory

a. Pursue victory in every area, let no area remain unconquered in your life.

b. KING David pursuid victory in every area accept one, and it led to his demise.

c. 2 Samuel 11:1 It happened in the spring of the year, at the time when kings go out to battle, that David sent Joab and his servants with him, and all Israel; and they destroyed the people of Ammon and besieged Rabbah. But David remained at Jerusalem. 2 Then it happened one evening that David arose from his bed and walked on the roof of the king’s house. And from the roof he saw a woman bathing, and the woman was very beautiful to behold. 3 So David sent and inquired about the woman. And someone said, “Is this not Bathsheba, the daughter of Eliam, the wife of Uriah the Hittite?” 4 Then David sent messengers, and took her; and she came to him, and he lay with her,
